Genesis 22:1-3  God Looks at the Heart 
22 Some time later God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!”  
“Here I am,” he replied. 2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only son, Isaac, whom you 
love, and go to the region of Moriah. Sacrifice him there as a burnt offering on one of the 
mountains I will tell you about.” 3 Early the next morning Abraham got up and saddled his 
donkey. He took with him two of his servants and his son Isaac. 
  >  Testing> The focus here is on “reliable” and valuable 
  >  This is a test to understand deeply the will of God, beyond your own will. 

>  Sacrifice goes hand in hand with the faith and the relationship we have with 
Christ. 

  >  Dying to our ideas for our marriage releases His miracles upon us.

 > False Surrender: 
  Surrender and not resist 
   Manages the pain of the marriage or the season you are going through.  
   Intimacy dies as the ability to open up is more difficult.  
   “This is as good as it is going to get.” 
  Surrender on the outside and resist on the inside 
   The bitter root syndrome/”active” unforgiveness. 
   Living a hypocritical lifestyle that damages you and your family. 



   
Surrender to get ready to get even. 

This is a ploy of the enemy that “empowers” you to wait for the right 
moment to hurt back.  

  Surrender and protect yourself 
   Survival mode.  

You are just hoping to get through. There is not anticipation of learning or 
growing in the relationship at all.
