Ephesians 4:22ff    A HEART READY TO SERVE 
You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is 
being corrupted by its deceitful desires; 23 to be made new in the attitude of your minds; 24 

and to put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness.  
> Your new self is not about you being reflected, but God reflecting 
Himself in and through your marriage. 
>  New attitude: What can we learn? 
>  New self: Who are we becoming as a couple/family/Husband/Wife? 

   KEY: YOU PUT IT ON!!!! 
 
The Big Picture 
Galations  5:13ff 
13 You, my brothers, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful 
nature; rather, serve one another in love. 14 The entire law is summed up in a single command: 
“Love your neighbor as yourself.” 

>  Who is my neighbor? Jesus labels that one that is in need even if you do not know 
them.  (parable of the Good Samaritan) 
>  Once you have been helped, healed or given understanding; God gives you a 
“neighbor” to help. 
>  The boundary God gives you for your testimony is service to others.  
>  Without a “Neighbor” you have: 
 Pride 
 Self Serving 
 Stagnet living > just maintaining the victory but no growth 
 Failure 

Luke 12:48ff 
“But people who are not aware that they are doing wrong will be punished only  
lightly. Much is required from those to whom much is given, and much more is  
required from those to whom much more is given. 
 >  God has an expectation for you as you grow in your marriage. 
 >  The strength given allows you to impart that strength to others.
