Love Is Not Rude

Rudeness destroys respect in your marriage.
So what are you thinking? 
Sometimes rudeness just “happens”. Talk about a time when you identified rudeness in your marriage and were able to overcome it and grow closer.

Rude: 
>The Greek meaning>To behave shamefully or disgracefully.



>A deliberate lack of consideration and/or respect for others.                                                  .
> Bigger than self……..rudeness is all about you
> Rudeness is a choice most of the time…or it is a learned behavior that has to be “unlearned”
i.e. You decide, "I could care less about you. I'm only thinking of myself. It doesn't matter what anyone else thinks, what anyone else wants, I'm going to do what I'm going to do."

Pastor Rick Warren: "It you're right and you're rude, you're wrong."

*Key to healing of rudeness> Respect  

1 Peter 2:15ff  Attacking Rudeness with Respect                                                                           For it is God’s will that by doing good you should silence the ignorant talk of foolish men. ﻿16﻿ Live as free men, but do not use your freedom as a cover-up for evil; live as servants of God. ﻿17﻿ Show proper respect to everyone: Love the brotherhood of believers, fear God, honor the king.

>Respect is the result of honoring another. 






>It is a choice to learn and appreciate your spouse.






>Key word is “ignorant” or empty. There is no understanding of the consequences to our            
spouse regarding what is being done or being done said.





>Cover up vs. covering










>Cover-up is hiding so no one sees, deceptive.






>Covering is protection








*RUDENESS is the uncovering of your spouse and exposing their nakedness to everyone. Whether directly or indirectly, they are exposed by “your” foolishness or your need to get all the attention on you, at the cost of their embarrassment.
 Denying your oneness.



>Rudeness comes into a home when communication and respect have stopped. The open door into your marriage is often having unmet needs and unrealistic expectations from your spouse. Rudeness acts as a cover-up to the real issue of “devaluing” our spouse/kids/etc.


1 Peter 3:3ff    Practical and Spiritual Marriage Respect                                                                         (re women) Your beauty should not come from outward adornment, such as braided hair and the wearing of gold jewelry and fine clothes. ﻿4﻿ Instead, it should be that of your inner self, the unfading beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is of great worth in God’s sight. ﻿5﻿ For this is the way the holy women of the past who put their hope in God used to make themselves beautiful. They were submissive to their own husbands, ﻿6﻿ like Sarah, who obeyed Abraham and called him her master. You are her daughters if you do what is right and do not give way to fear. 7﻿ Husbands, in the same way be considerate as you live with your wives, and treat them with respect as the weaker partner and as heirs with you of the gracious gift of life, so that nothing will hinder your prayers.
>Honoring the role and purpose of your spouse quiets the “coarse jesting” and foolish talk that often sets the stage for rudeness







>The marriage that honors the Lord is infused with a desire to speak life into the heart of your spouse. Life and death can not co-exist. You have one or the other. 




>Respect allows you to see past your hurts and offenses to honor the other. Rudeness lives in death, not light. Rudeness must suck out life to be the center of attention. 



> Our prayers are hindered because our focus is on death not life. When rudeness turns to life then our prayer life is now opened.












Philippians 2:3   It’s All in the Attitude








Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves. ﻿4﻿ Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others. 5﻿ Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:

>Ambition/Conceit both feed rudeness. Ambition by destroying others /Conceit by putting a more than normal focus on yourself.


>When the “interest of others” starts to be your goal, then the need for rudeness is over.

       into their lives.


> We become holy not a hindrance when we let God show us how to be “right” yet die to self. 

        Sometimes we have to ask, does my input really matter here? REALLY MATTER?
