KEY> Above the roles we are first subject as believers to the Word of God and it’s truth upon our lives.  No role isolates us from our relationship and obedience to Christ first and foremost.

Husband/Example of God’s Heart  
2 Corinthians 5:14 ﻿ So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. Though we once regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. ﻿17﻿ Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! ﻿18﻿ All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: ﻿19﻿ that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men’s sins against them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. ﻿20﻿ We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore you on Christ’s behalf: Be reconciled to God. 
>  The attitude of the husband is not to go into his “man cave”, instead, it is to be the reconciler in the home.  Too often it is the wife that “fixes” everything. Yet the husband’s role it to bring the reconciling heart of the Lord into the life of the marriage and home.

>  This is not about gifting, this is about reflecting the heart God and teaching this to your family and letting it be seen by the unsaved world.
>  It is about protection, serving, healing, and restoration.
Wife/Reflection of God’s Love
1 John 4:13 We love because he first loved us. ﻿20﻿ If anyone says, “I love God,” yet hates his brother, he is a liar. For anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, cannot love God, whom he has not seen. ﻿21﻿ And he has given us this command: Whoever loves God must also love his brother. 


>  The love from the wife is unconditional in expression because she is safe in His love.

>  The wife is able to bring the big picture of God’s love and acceptance into the home.


>   The church is a place of healing and strength for those that come in. In a marriage we all reflect His love back to Him as we love our enemy and pray for those that despise us.
Husband/Lover and Protector
1 Peter 3:7 Husbands, in the same way be considerate as you live with your wives, and treat them with respect as the weaker partner and as heirs with you of the gracious gift of life, so that nothing will hinder your prayers. 

>  The Greek word for respect> to increase in status/ an established marker of contentment/ awe/ honor/ reference of value.

We protect that which is of value, determined by us or by a “higher authority”

>  This is not about feeling sorry for them. It is about honoring them as God’s chosen help-meet for you as a husband.  As you protect them, you will be blessed as well. Your prayers are not hindered.  The prayers that have the character of being a protector.
>  The husband protects through consideration> James 3:17ff ﻿17﻿ But the wisdom that comes from heaven is first of all pure; then peace-loving, considerate, submissive, full of mercy and good fruit, impartial and sincere. ﻿18﻿ Peacemakers who sow in peace raise a harvest of righteousness. 

Wife/Lover Companion

Gen 2:18 ﻿18﻿ The LORD God said, “It is not good for the man to be alone. I will make a helper suitable for him.” 






Gen 2:20 But for Adam  no suitable helper was found. ﻿21﻿ So the LORD God caused the man to fall into a deep sleep; and while he was sleeping, he took one of the man’s ribs ﻿ and closed up the place with flesh. ﻿22﻿ Then the LORD God made a woman from the rib ﻿he had taken out of the man, and he brought her to the man

>  The relationship is not one of a stranger helping another stranger. This is about helping one another with in the Covenant Relationship. The church responds to the love of Christ fully and also desires to see His will fulfilled.
>  The relationship of husband and wife is about helping within our roles as we join together.  
>  In His Needs Her Needs the author indicates that one of mans 5 basic marriage needs ( that men have shared) is to have a companion, not a competitor.
Husband/Intercessor, Warrior
Neh. 4:14 ﻿ After I looked things over, I stood up and said to the nobles, the officials and the rest of the people, “Don’t be afraid of them. Remember the Lord, who is great and awesome, and fight for your brothers, your sons and your daughters, your wives and your homes.” 


>   Men have the vision to see what is happening real time> the obvious!

>    The reality is that we must fight in intercession and in the real world.
Wife/Intercessor, Discerner

Eph 6:18 ﻿18﻿ And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. With this in mind, be alert and always keep on praying for all the saints. 

>  The battle that is won by the husband’s intercession is now open to the greater things that the Lord has for the wife to enter in to.

>  The ongoing spiritual life of the family is nurtured by the wife as she is protected.

>  The Lord fights the battle so we ( the church) can flourish reflecting his glory.
