c. Too Self Centered or Self Focused?

If you have any encouragement from being united with Christ, if any comfort from his love, if any fellowship with the Spirit, if any tenderness and compassion, ﻿2﻿ then make my joy complete by being like-minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and purpose. ﻿3﻿ Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves. ﻿4﻿ Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others. 
d. Get the Picture?

· Check your spiritual status re your “motor mouth”. Are you afraid, alone, overflowing, controlling or just needing to be heard?
· Check the person talking to you with the same list (see above)
· If their need is high, they may need to talk> Count them better than your lack of patience to listen.
· If you realize you are talking too much and have to “one up” everyone else, then ask the Lord why you are so insecure in this area of the relationship. 
· A wife who talks “too much” may be also waving a “need” flag and is checking on the security of the relationship.
· Warning> A “wandering conversation” must be monitored to be sure that it does not drift into a critical spirit. As a couple know the danger zones in your conversations. Someone may need to send up a warning flare.
· Be anxious about nothing>pray. Phil 4:6. Anxiety often produces motor mouth. Again this may be subject related.
2. Indiscreet Tongue

a. Prov 11:22

22﻿ Like a gold ring in a pig’s snout is a beautiful woman who shows no  




discretion. 

· The key here is that the pig is bigger than the beauty of the gold ring.  
· Even in the privacy of your home, what do you think is appropriate to discuss? Do you embarrass your spouse alone and with others? 
· Does the overflow of your heart through your mouth reflect a life set on Christ or a worldly thinking?
· Often indiscrete words come in the “motor mouth” stage.

Discretion will protect you, and understanding will guard you.

· KEY> your indiscretion in talking can damage the security/significance level of your marriage.  Shut down is inevitable.
